Read and analyze the 8 documents. Finish reading the documents and answering the analysis questions for homework. To be checked for a grade on Friday, May 12. 
Day 2: Monday, May 20
Work on essay outline in class using the guided worksheet. This portion is open-note. Work should be completed independently. The outline and document packet will be collected at the end of class to be graded. They will be returned to you for you to use on the in-class essay on Monday, May 15. 
Day 3: Tuesday, May 21
In-Class Essay answering the prompt above. You will be allowed to use your packet of documents and your outline—no other outside materials or notes. 
Please note: If you are absent for any of the three days of class, you need to make arrangements with your teacher to make up the class material during a study hall or before/after school. If you fail to make up the work in a timely manner, you will be assigned to finish your missing work on Thursday, May 23 during Wellness Day. All work is to be completed under teacher supervision with the exception of the document packet.

Essay Requirements and Helpful Hints: 
1. This is a five paragraph essay and it must be handwritten, unless you are granted approval ahead of time to use a laptop by your teacher. You will have one class period to work on your outline using your notes and one class period to write the essay. 

2. Each paragraph must have a clear topic sentence introducing the argument of that paragraph. A topic sentence cannot be a quote or a statement of historical fact (i.e. “Andrew Carnegie was born in Scotland in 1835”). A topic sentence must be a claim that drives the argument of the paragraph. Make sure that your topic sentence fits with the ideas that you claim in your thesis. Example: John D. Rockefeller was a Captain of Industry because he used ingenious business methods to grow Standard Oil. 

3. You must use at least 4 of the 8 documents in your argument. You must use at least 1 document per paragraph, so one of your paragraphs will need to use 2 documents. You may quote from the documents where appropriate. Whenever you use a document, make sure that you explain how that document proves the argument that you are making. 

4. Whenever you use a document, you must cite the document in parenthesis once you have finished discussing it. Simply write: (Doc #). Example: Andrew Carnegie started from humble origins but amassed a huge fortune in the steel industry. His rise from rags to riches is evident in the picture of his small boyhood home in Dunfermline and the photograph of the castle he purchased in Scotland in 1897 (Doc 1). 

5. The introduction should give a historical overview of the time period in which Carnegie lived. You should discuss key historical concepts such as industrialization, Carnegie’s background, horizontal/vertical integration, etc. The last sentence of the introduction should be a three-pronged thesis that directly answers the prompt. 

6. You cannot take a middle stance to answer the prompt. You must either argue that Carnegie was a Robber Baron or a Captain of Industry. Even if you do not believe that he fully fit one category or the other, you need to argue one side as if you did. You will be graded on your ability to make and support an argument. 

7. The conclusion should restate the thesis, but it should be worded differently than it was in the introduction. You should also connect this topic to another moment in history. You can compare/contrast Carnegie to another historical figure we have studied, you can explain the impact that Carnegie had on the development of the United States, or you can make a connection to current events. Be sure to fully explain whatever connection you choose with concrete examples.
