Google Voice calls recorded by students. Send a short text to the student afterward for feedback.

Exit tickets at the end of class: a small, written student assessment or question on the topic eg. a short self-assessment checklist.

Digital exit tickets (Poll Everywhere, Socrative, Google Forms)

Using exit tickets, collect student responses and create an activity modeling good responses, followed by responses that need some correction — mostly for common errors. 

Students write quizzes for the teacher to take at the end of class.

Speed-dating activities and assesses students while they communicate interpersonally.

Take incorrect examples from students’ recent homework or quizzes and discuss and edit them as a class. When doing so, try telling students how many are wrong, but not which are wrong.

Circle the room during any activity and listen for common mistakes.

· Snowstorm - Students write down what they learned on a piece of scratch paper and wad it up. Given a signal, they throw their paper snowballs in the air. Then each learner picks up a nearby response and reads it aloud.

· Parent Hotline - Give students an interesting question about the lesson without further discussion. Email their guardians the answer so that the topic can be discussed over dinner.

· DJ Summary - Learners write what they learned in the form of a favorite song. Offer to let one or two sing thier summary.

· Gallery Walk - On chart paper, small groups of students write and draw what they learned. After the completed works are attached to the classroom walls, others students affix post-its to the posters to extend on the ideas, add questions.

· Sequence It - create timelines of major events discussed

· Low-Stakes Quizzes - Give a short quiz using technologies like Kahoot or a Google form. 

· Have students write down three quiz questions (to ask at the beginning of the next class).

· Question Stems - Have students write questions about the lesson on cards, using question stems framed around Bloom's Taxonomy. Have students exchange cards and answer the question they have acquired.

· Kids answer the following prompts: "What takeaways from the lesson will be important to know three years from now? Why?

· Have students dramatize a real-life application of a skill.

· Ask a question. Give students ten seconds to confer with peers before you call on a random student to answer. Repeat.

· Have kids orally describe a concept, procedure, or skill in terms so simple that a child in first grade would get it.

· Direct kids to raise their hands if they can answer your questions. Classmates agree (thumbs up) or disagree (thumbs down) with the response.

· Have kids create a cheat sheet of information that would be useful for a quiz on the day's topic. 

· Kids write notes to peers describing what they learned from them during class discussions.

· Ask students to summarize the main idea in under 60 seconds to another student acting as a well-known personality who works in your discipline. After summarizing, students should identify why the famous person might find the idea significant.

· Have students complete the following sentence: "The [concept, skill, word] is like _______ because _______."

· Ask students to write what they learned, and any lingering questions on an "exit ticket". Before they leave class, have them put their exit tickets in a folder or bin labeled either "Got It," "More Practice, Please," or "I Need Some Help!" 

· After writing down the learning outcome, ask students to take a card, circle one of the following options, and return the card to you before they leave: "Stop (I'm totally confused. Go (I'm ready to move on.)" or "Proceed with caution (I could use some clarification on . . .)"

	· Shorten assignments to focus on mastery of key concepts. 

· Shorten spelling tests to focus on mastering the most functional words.

· Substitute alternatives for written assignments (clay models, posters, panoramas, collections, etc.)

· Specify and list exactly what the student will need to learn to pass.

· Evaluate the classroom structure against the student’s needs (flexible structure, firm limits, etc.).

· Keep workspaces clear of unrelated materials.

· Keep the classroom quiet during intense learning times.

· Reduce visual distractions in the classroom (mobiles, etc.).

· Provide a computer for written work.

· Seat the student close to the teacher or a positive role model.

· Use a study carrel. (Provide extras so that the student is not singled out.)

· Provide an unobstructed view of the chalkboard, teacher, movie screen, etc.

· Keep extra supplies of classroom materials (pencils, books) on hand.

· Maintain adequate space between desks. 

· Give directions in small steps and in as few words as possible.

· Number and sequence the steps in a task.

· Have student repeat the directions for a task.

· Provide visual aids.

· Go over directions orally.

· Provide a vocabulary list with definitions.

· Permit as much time as needed to finish tests.

· Allow tests to be taken in a room with few distractions (e.g., the library).

· Have test materials read to the student, and allow oral responses.

· Divide tests into small sections of similar questions or problems.

· Allow the student to complete an independent project as an alternative test.

· Give progress reports instead of grades.

· Grade spelling separately from content.

· Allow take-home or open-book tests.

· Show a model of the end product of directions (e.g., a completed math problem or finished quiz).

· Stand near the student when giving directions or presenting a lesson.

· Mark the correct answers rather than the incorrect ones.

· Permit a student to rework missed problems for a better grade.

· Average grades out when assignments are reworked, or grade on corrected work.

· Use a pass-fail or an alternative grading system when the student is assessed on his or her own growth.
