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Summative Assessment Grade 2
Economics: Who Provides Goods and Services in a Community

Successful completion of this task will require the students to:        
· Research an occupation.
· Write an informational “brochure” describing the different aspects of the job (incorporating technology).  
· Write an introduction and conclusion.
· Create a puppet or uniform portraying their chosen occupation.
· Participate in a “job fair” where they will role play the occupation and present their information to others.

The primary purpose of the task is to …
Apply understanding of how people in our community provide goods and services through a written and visual presentation.

Task Overview
This activity is meant to go along with the TCI Lesson 6: How are Goods Made and Brought to Us? and Lesson 7: Who Provides Services in a Community? 
In the TCI lesson 7, Phase 3, students would create a puppet and write about a service job. Instead of doing this simplistic writing, students will research an occupation and write an informational piece about it. This will take the place of the “Reading Further” and “Processing” sections. 
Students will use digital or print tools to research and record information. They will use the information to create a digital or hand written brochure. Students will apply writing skills from Lucy Calkins informational unit to include an introduction and conclusion for their presentation. They can choose to create a puppet or uniform and tools to role play at a mock job fair, where they will present their information.

Process and Directions
(Before beginning this project, establish a set of general ground rules for computer use (sharing, equipment care, etc.)  Be sure to discuss and practice responsible decisions when printing.)
1. Teach
a. After completing Lesson 6 in TCI begin Lesson 7. Teach the preview and Activity Phase 1 and Phase 2 only. Do not teach Phase 3. 
b. Review the types of jobs students have learned about. Watch the Brain  Pop Jr. video about Community Helpers https://jr.brainpop.com/socialstudies/communities/communityhelpers/preview.weml
c. Discuss why jobs are important. Review the difference between goods and services and brainstorm community helpers in both areas- make a T-chart or other graphic organizer/anchor chart as needed. 
d. Introduce project: Tell the students that we will be having our very own job fair! Students will get to choose a job to learn more about. Just like when they wrote “expert books” about a topic in writing, they will become an expert on this job, and write about it. 

2. Research
a. Model how to use the information sheet to research a job. 
b. List or show available resources (use the resources listed above or find others to share) to find information- model how to properly use resources.
c. Go through questions on information sheet to make sure students know what to look for.
d. Discuss writing in complete sentences and other writing expectations. 
e. Students research in the computer lab, using laptops, or ipads, and complete their information sheet.

3. Written 
a. Students use the information they have gathered to write a job brochure.
· Use the digital template on Google Docs or print and hand-write information.  Use legal paper if needed.
·  Students may draw pictures or use digital images to print or copy/paste into brochures.

b. Have students write a brief introduction and conclusion on a separate piece of paper to use for their presentation at the job fair. This could be written in the 1st person for role playing purposes (see sample). https://docs.google.com/document/d/1x1kTDMmkMnjN7Ii0uyWPG90kegmHJAcBLirGVPYaMAc/edit?usp=sharing

4. Visual
· You may want to have the class vote on which they’d like to do: make a puppet of their “worker” or dress up as the “worker”.  There is a planning sheet attached to this document.
· Students should use what they know about their chosen job to create a “worker” or to create a costume to dress up in. This should include the uniform, and some tools that person might use. They can use any materials brought in from home or classroom. 
· Note: This should not be an activity that students or teachers need to spend money on- lots of students have used construction paper and recycled materials to create costumes and decorate puppets.
5. Oral Presentation
a. Hold a “job fair” in your classroom. This could be in the form of setting the desks up in a circle and having half the class walk around listening to presentations, doing small group presentations, or having one student present at a time, over the course of a few days. You may even want to invite parents, “buddies”, or other classes in. 
b. Students can use their puppet to present their brochure to their peers, role-playing with the puppet or in person with their costume on. You will want to model a presentation so that students can know your expectations.
c. Another fun idea is to have students record their presentations in partnerships using an app such as SeeSaw or Class Dojo, to share with families. 
d. Use the rubric to assess students’ oral presentations.
