Unit Overview:
Students will receive an introduction to the French speaking world including: countries in which French is 
spoken, how using learning about and using the French language can aid students in their future endeavors, 
and connections between the French language and English language using cognates, pronuncaition, and 
spelling strategies. Students will learn how to spell their name, greet, introduce, and take leave of one another. 

Essential Questions:
• Why shoud a person learn another language?
• What strategies can I use to communicate more effectively?
• How can I better understand what I hear and read when I have just begun learning a new language?
• Why don’t you use the same words, expressions, etc. with everyone and/or in every situation?
