Unit 5: Les sports et les passe-temps

Length: 6 weeks

Unit Overview:

Students will describe their preferred sports and hobbies, state the weather, conjugate the irregular
verbs faire (to do/to make, helping verb) and aller(to go) in the present tense, form the near future
tense, and ask and respond to questions about sports and hobbies.

e What strategies can I use to communicate more effectively?

How can I better understand what I hear and read when I have just begun learning a new language?
How do I make myself clearly understood when speaking and writing in the target language?

How do phrase and sentence formations facilitate language formation?

How can I enhance connections with people through languages?

How can [ start, carry on, and end a conversation more effectively?
