Unit Overview

Students will greet different members of the school and their community. They will introduce themselves and
ask people their names and where they are from. They will also count from 1-100, form dates, identify regions
of Italy, interpret and discuss breif weather forecasts for regions, and distinguish between each unique region
of Italy.

Less questions overall if the student takes so much extra time that they are going into future days
(then missing instruction) to take the test
