Organic chemistry is the study of substances that contain the element carbon. Inorganic chemistry is the study of substances that do not contain the element carbon, but may contain             the element hydrogen. Matter is any substance that occupies space and has mass. An element is the simplest form of chemical matter. It cannot be broken down into simpler substance without a loss of identity. Atoms are the smallest chemical components (often called particles) of an element. A molecule is a chemical combination of two or more atoms in definite proportions. A compound molecules, are a chemical combination of two or more atoms of different elements in definite proportions. All states of matter are solid, liquid, and gas. Physical properties are characteristics that can be determined without a chemical reaction and that do not involve a chemical change in the substance. Chemical properties are characteristics that can only be determined by a chemical reaction and a chemical change in a substance. A reduction is the process through which oxygen is subtracted from or hydrogen is added to a substance through chemical reaction. Redox reaction are also responsible for the chemical changes in created by haircolors, hairlighteners, permanent waving solutions, and thioglycolic acid neutralizers.

This means that the electricity will pass through the material easily. A nonconductor, known as an insulator is a material that does not transmit electricity. Electric wires are composed of twisted metal (the conductor) covered with rubber or plastic coating (the nonconductor or insulator). Two types of electric current are: direct current, constant, even flow and alternating current, rapid and interrupted flow. A volt is the unit that measures the pressure or force that pushes electric current forward through a conductor. An amp is the unit that measures the strength of an electric current.

	Unit Enduring Understandings: Structures of the hair are: cuticle is the tough exterior layer of the hair. Chemicals must penetrate through the cuticle to their target in the cortex in order to be effective. Breaking the side bonds of the cortex makes it possible to change the natural wave pattern of the hair. The chemical process of permanent waving involves: a disulfide bond joins the sulfur atom in two adjacent polypeptide chains. Permanent wave breaks a disulfide bond by adding a hydrogen atom to each of its sulfur atoms. Once the disulfide bond is broken, the polypeptide chains can form into their new curled shape. The neutralizer stops the action of the waving solution and rebuilds the hair into its new curl formation.  Thio relaxers break disulfide bonds and soften hair, just as in permanents. After enough bonds are broken, the hair is straightened into its new shape. Hydroxide relaxers have a pH that is so high that the alkalinity alone breaks the disulfide bonds.

Steaming the face helps to soften the hair cuticle, provides lubrication by stimulating the action of the oil glands, and relaxes the client. The four position and strokes are: freehand, backhand, reverse freehand, and reverse backhand.

Two types of hair removal is permanent and temporary. Electrolysis is the removal of hair by means of an electric current that destroys the growth cells of the hair. Photoepilation uses intense light to destroy the growth cells of the hair follicles. Laser hair removal, a laser beam is pulsed on the skin, impairing hair growth. Permanent hair removal should not be performed in the salon without special training. Depilatory is a substance, usually caustic alkali preparation, used for temporary removal of superfluous hair. An epilator removes the hair from the bottom of the follicle. Wax is a common epilator.

There are three types of melanin in the cortex: eumelanin  (black and brown), pheomelanin (blond or red) , and mixed melanin (combination). Level is the unit of measurement used to identify the lightness or darkness of a color. Primary colors are pure fundamental colors red, yellow, and blue. Secondary colors are obtained by mixing equal parts of two primary colors: green, orange, and violet. The four categories of haircolor are: temporary haircolor are nonoxidation colors that make only a physical change. Semipermanent haircolor is a no-lift deposit-only formulated to last through several shampoos. Demipermanent haircolor is formulated to deposit but not lighten color. Permanent haircolors lighten and deposit color at the same time and in a single process.

A guideline is a section of hair that determines the length the hair will be cut. A consultation is a conversation between you and your client. Before recommending anything, you should consider her lifestyle and hair type. How much time is she willing to spend on her hair every day? Haircutting shears are used to cut blunt straight lines in hair. They may also be used to point cut, or to slide cut. Texturing shears are used to remove bulk. Razors are used when a softer effect on the ends of the hair are desired.

A normal, healthy nail is firm but flexible, whitish and translucent in appearance, with the pinkish color of the nail bed showing through. The natural nail unit is composed of the nail plate, nail bed, matrix, nail cuticle, eponychium, hyponyichium, specialized ligaments, and nail folds. The nail plate is a hardened keratin plate that sits on and covers the nail bed. The nail bed is the portion of living skin that supports the nail plate as it grows toward the free edge. The matrix is where the nail plate cells are formed. The matrix contains nerves, lymph, and blood vessels to nourish the matrix cells. Age affects the nail growth, children’s nails grow more rapidly, and elderly adults’ nails grow more slowly. Seasons also affect nail growth rate; nails grow faster in the summer than they do in the winter. Pregnancy dramatic affects nail growth because of hormonal changes in the body.

Approximately 80 to 85 percent of the symptoms of aging skin are caused by the rays of the sun. Contact dermatitis is an inflammation of the skin caused by having contact with certain chemicals. 	Unit Enduring Understandings: Dermatology is the medical branch of science that deals with the study of skin and its nature, structure, functions, diseases, and treatment. Healthy skin should be free of any visible signs of disease, infection, or injury. It is slightly moist, soft, and flexible. The two main divisions of the skin are the epidermis and the dermis. The epidermis is made up of five layers: stratum corneum, stratum lucidium, stratum granulosum, stratum spinosum, and stratum germinativum. The dermis is comprised of two layers: the papillary and the recticular  layer. The three nerve endings are: motor nerve fibers, sensory nerve fibers, and secretory nerve fibers. The skin gets its strength, form, and flexibility from two specific structures found within the dermis: collagen and elastin. These two structures are composed of flexible protein fibers, and they make up 70 percent of the dermis. The two types of duct glands that extract materials from the blood to form new substances are : sudoriferous glands ( sweat glands) excrete perspiration and detoxify the body by excreting excess salt and unwanted chemicals. The sebaceous glands (oil glands) secrete sebum, a fatty or oily substance that lubricates the skin and preserves the softness of the hair. Functions of the skin are protection, sensation, heat regulation, excretion, secretion, and absorption. Four vitamins that help the skin are Vitamin A improves the skin’s elasticity and thickness. Vitamin C aids in and accelerates the skin’s healing process. Vitamin D bone development and maintenance. Vitamin E helps protect the skin from harmful effects of the sun’s UV light.

	Unit Enduring Understandings: Advantages of human hair: more realistic appearance. Grater durability. Disadvantages of human hair: reacts to climate the way that natural hair does. The color will fade with exposure to light. Advantages of synthetic hair: look realistic, great value,, and the colors are limitless. Disadvantages of synthetic hair: cannot be exposed to extreme heat (curling irons). Coloring synthetic is not recommended. Intergration hairpiece lightweight, natural-looking product that adds length and volume. Toupee is a small wig used to cover the top and crown of the head. Fashion hairpieces are attached, temporarily, with hairpins, clips, or combs. Methods of attaching hair extensions include: braid and sew method, bonding method, fusion method, linking, and tube shrinking.
