504 Plans
Students can qualify for 504 plans if they have physical or mental impairments that affect or limit any of their abilities to:

· walk, breathe, eat, or sleep

· communicate, see, hear, or speak

· read, concentrate, think, or learn

· stand, bend, lift, or work
Examples of accommodations in 504 plans include:

· preferential seating

· extended time on tests and assignments

· reduced homework or classwork

· verbal, visual, or technology aids

· modified textbooks or audio-video materials

· behavior management support

· adjusted class schedules or grading

· verbal testing

· excused lateness, absence, or missed classwork

· pre-approved nurse's office visits and accompaniment to visits

· occupational or physical therapy
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
