Overview

As part of the district's balanced literacy program of Reader's Workshop, Writer's Workshop, interactive read
alouds, shared reading, and shared writing, Fundations provides the critical word work component that helps
students become phonemically aware of the words that they are reading and forming. The skills that students
learn in word work will be used across the day in other content areas and serve as a solid foundation for their
literacy.

The Fundations program is consistently taught from grades kindergarten through fourth grade, thereby
ensuring a smooth continuum of skills development for students as well as a consistent language for
instruction across the grade levels.

¢ read words with sound options for the grapheme representation
e segment syllables into sounds (phonemes) and divide multisyllabic words

¢ spell words with options for the grapheme representation for sounds with use of a spell checker or
dictionary

e use a known root word as a clue to the meaning of an unknown word with the same root

e use correct writing position and pencil grip

e use knowledge of language and its conventions when writing and reading

e use sentence-level context as a clue to the meaning of a word or phrase (Home Support Packet)

e write clear, legible cursive at an appropriate rate

Activities to Differentiate Instruction

Differentiation for special education:

¢ General modifications may include:
o Modifications & accommodations as listed in the student’s IEP
Assign a peer to help keep student on task
Modified or reduced assignments
Reduce length of assignment for different mode of delivery
Increase one-to-one time
Working contract between you and student at risk
Prioritize tasks
Think in concrete terms and provide hands-on-tasks
Position student near helping peer or have quick access to teacher
Anticipate where needs will be
o Break tests down in smaller increments
¢ Content specific modifications may include: for students with a language-based learning disability,
Fundations instruction will be supplemented with a "double dose" of Fundations provided by the
district's reading specialists.
