Students will know that...

e (Ddnde estan? is used when the classroom objects are plural

e (Qué es esto? means "What is this?"

e If the object is plural, son is used instead of es and unos/unas instead of uno/una

e The nouns that do not follow the rule must be memorized

e To ask the color of the classroom object, one states the question, ¢Qué color es?

e to ask where something is, one says, éDdnde estd...? followed by the item being sought

e to respond to the "where" question, one says (Classroom Object) Esta aqui. (It is here.), and points to
where the classroom object is located

e Torespond to the color question, ones states, Es (It is), followed by the color

e To respond to the question about what an item is, one says, Es (It is) followed by un/una (depending if
the word is masculine or feminine), then the classroom object

e unis masculine and una is feminine
e When a noun in Spanish ends in a, it is usually feminine

¢ When a noun in Spanish ends in o, it is usually masculine

e recognize and express classroom vocabulary, written and orally
* recognize Spanish masculine and feminine nouns, written and orally

e respond to questions about classroom vocabulary, written and orally
