Bolivia is in the central part of South America and is known for its high altitude

Brazil is the largest country in South America

Chile is the home of the world's driest desert, the Atacama Desert

Chile, Argentina and Uruguay make up the southern cone of South America
Colombia is known for being the home of "Cumbia" music

Colombia is Venezuela's neighbor and has a tropical coastal area and rainforest in the mountainous

region

Ecuador is home of the Galapagos Islands, known for having diverse animal life
Ecuador is located on the Equator
In Uruguay one would find gauchos and listen to tango music

Paraguay is Bolivia's neighbor and has two official languages, Spanish and the indigenous language of

Guarani

Peru is known for having delicious seafood

Peru is located adjacent to Ecuador and is known for the Incan ruin, Machu Picchu
The gaucho is an Argentine cowboy

The official language of Brazil is Portuguese

Uruguay is a small country next to Argentina

Venezuela is located in the northern part of South America and known for having the tallest waterfall

in the world, Angel Falls
