Infer the meaning of some unfamiliar words and phrases in new formal and informal
contexts.

Identify several of the distinguishing features of the text (e.g., type of resource, intended
audience, purpose).

Infer the meaning of most vocabulary, including some culturally appropriate and idiomatic
expressions related to familiar or studied topics, by using context clues and text
structures.

Collect, share, and analyze data related to global issues including climate change.

Present detailed information orally and in writing on information gathered from culturally
authentic resources, using short paragraphs and often using major time frames.

Tell and write detailed stories, presentations, speeches on community events and
personal experiences, using connected sentences and short paragraphs, often across
major time frames.

Use language creatively when responding to oral, written, and visual prompts on familiar
and unfamiliar topics and situations.
