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Unit Summary

Students will begin the year off recalling greetings in targeted language and engaging in conversations with their peers. Included in these conversations will be
discussions about weather, places and special events, school and sports using the targeted languge. Students will strengthen their skills of using past tense and
irregular verbs in the 1st and 2nd person in the targeted language.

Standards

Interpretive Mode of Communication

Novice High learners sometimes understand information from sentence-length speech in basic personal and social contexts where
there is contextual support, though comprehension may often be very uneven. They are able to understand speech and writing
dealing with areas of practical need such as highly standardized messages, phrases, or instructions, if the vocabulary has been
learned.

Interpersonal Mode of Communication

Novice High learners understand and communicate at the phrase and sentence level and can use words, lists, and simple sentences
independently when talking about everyday life. They can handle a few uncomplicated communicative tasks when the situations are
straightforward and the contexts familiar. Conversation is limited to basic personal information, basic objects, and a limited number
of activities, preferences, and needs. Novice High learners understand and respond to simple direct questions and requests and can
independently ask a few formulaic questions. They rely on learned language that they begin to recombine to express their own ideas
and needs. Novice High learners use sentence-level speech but often revert to words and phrases.

Presentational Mode of Communication

Novice High learners present information using words, phrases, and some sentences to talk about themselves, their interests, their
preferences, and other topics of interest. They begin to speak and write at the sentence level on familiar topics, yet their
communication is often a mixture of words, phrases, and simple sentences.
