Unit Summary

In this unit students will explore different places in the town and the city and will understand the grammar rules for the prepositions “al” and “a la.” Students will
develop their verbal communication of the targeted language by describing where they are going during the week. Students will rely on their prior knowledge of
vocabulary, phrases and expressions to communicate in targeted language.
