Musicians evaluate and refine their work through openness to new ideas, persistence, and
the application of appropriate criteria.

Musicians’ presentation of creative work is the culmination of a process of creation and
communication.

How do musicians improve the quality of their performance?

When is a performance judged ready to present? How do context and the manner in
which musical work is presented influence audience response?

How do performers select repertoire?

To express their musical ideas, musicians analyze, evaluate, and refine their performance
over time through openness to new ideas, persistence, and the application of appropriate
criteria.

Musicians judge performance based on criteria that vary across time, place, and cultures.
The context and how a work is presented influence audience response.

Performers’ interest in and knowledge of musical works, understanding of their own
technical skill, and the context for a performance influence the selection of repertoire.

With substantial guidance, perform music with expression.

With substantial guidance, practice and demonstrate what they like about their own
performances.

With substantial guidance, demonstrate and state preference for varied musical
selections.

With substantial guidance, apply personal, peer, and teacher feedback to refine
performances.

How does understanding the structure and context of musical works inform performance?

Analyzing creators’ context and how they manipulate elements of music provides insight
into their intent and informs performance.

With substantial guidance, explore and demonstrate awareness of musical contrasts.

How do performers interpret musical works?

Performers make interpretive decisions based on their understanding of context and
expressive intent.

With substantial guidance, explore music’s expressive qualities (such as voice quality,
dynamics, and tempo).

How do individuals choose music to experience?
