The guidelines on how to modify and adapt curricula to best meet the needs of all students, instructional staff
should refer to the students modifications.

Instructional staff of students with Individualized Education Plans (IEP's) must adhere to the recommended
modifications defined in each individual plan.

e Provided a word bank on weather vocabulary and includes visuals with vocabulary.
¢ Provide a list of weather vocabulary words w/pictures in Italian as a study guide.
e Modify tests/worksheets-Included a word bank on weather vocabulary words to choose from.

Differentiation/Modification:

1) The Teacher will walk around and observe the students while they are engaging in group activities to check
for comprehension and/or mastery of the lesson content.

2) The Teacher will ask simple questions throughout the lesson related to the material they learned.
3) The Teacher will afford students extra necessary time to do practice presentations accompanied by the
teacher and peer feedback to complete assignments.

4) Repeated directions and small group assignments.
