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Unit Overview
Unit 4: The Art of Interviewing introduces students to interviewing, including how to choose sources, develop 
questions and conduct the interview. The unit discusses the importance of interviewing and how to choose the 
right sources; defines the three types of unnamed sources; and explains how to treat information from 
unnamed sources. The unit describes the various types of interviews and how a journalist conducts a success 
and powerful interview. In addition, the unit will uncover the effect of interviews on society and how choosing 
the right questions can produce a powerful piece of written work.
