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Unit Overview

1. Discover the diversity in and connections among forms of artistic expression throughout history and from
around the globe.

2. Learn how people have responded to and communicated their experiences through art making by exploring
art in its historic and cultural contexts.

3. Welcome students into the global artworld as active participants, engaging with its forms and content as
they research, discuss, read, write and create art and interpretations of art.

4. Explore areas such as enameling, glass fusing, lampworking with the development of deep conceptual
understandings and skills.
