Bloom's Taxonomy is a set of three hierarchical models used to classify educational learning objectives into levels of complexity and specificity. The
three lists cover the learning objectives in cognitive, affective and sensory domains. The cognitive domain list has been the primary focus of most
traditional education and is frequently used to structure curriculum learning objectives, assessments and activities.
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Depth of Knowledge—also referred to as DOK—refers to the depth of understanding required to answer or explain an assessment-related item or

a classroom activity.
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
