Layout is the process of arranging text and pictures on a page.



Using InDesign to arrange text and pictures for publishing creates smaller files than Photoshop or Illustrator.

Text can flow from one column to the next.

Connecting text boxes together, or threading, allows text to flow from one column or page to another.

Text can wrap around images in various ways.

Publications make use of different fonts and font sizes for headlines, column headings, and captions.

Font, color, and layout directly affect the impression made by a publication, and should be chosen to appeal to the target audience.

Style Sheets allow you to apply style selections automatically to every page.
