An atom is the smallest unit of an element, whereas a molecule is the smallest unit of a compound. A molecule is a combination of two or more atoms.
27.
Sample: Carbohydrates provide the energy that fuels plant and animal cells. Without carbohydrates, cells, the building blocks of life, may not have the energy needed to function. Some carbohydrates also form structures that support the bodies of plants and animals.

The output of a system moving in one direction acts as input that causes the system to move further in that same direction. Positive feedback destabilizes a system and drives it toward an extreme.

The law of conservation of matter states that matter may be transformed from one type to another, but matter cannot be created or destroyed. Likewise, nutrients in the environment are not created or destroyed, but move from sphere to sphere in endless cycles, such as the carbon cycle.
