It has low temperatures—extremely cold winters and cool summers—and is nearly as dry as some deserts.
27.
This statement refers to the fact that climbing in elevation causes a much more rapid change in climate than moving the same distance on flat ground. As a result, a hiker climbing one of southern Arizona's higher mountains would begin in the Sonoran Desert, or desert grassland, and proceed through oak woodland, pine forest, and finally spruce-fir forest—the equivalent of passing through several biomes.

Sample: A natural disaster such as a hurricane or tsunami could cause more damage without an estuary there to buffer the blow. Also, the populations of some fish, such as salmon, might decline because they use estuaries as a transitional zone between salt water and fresh water environments.

There is more oxygen in the water near the source than there is near the mouth, and the water moves faster near the source than it does near the mouth.

They absorb wave energy and protect shorelines from erosion and damage. They also provide food and shelter for a variety of animals, which helps support biodiversity.
