Sample: If a person’s arms, spread out, represented the width of Earth, the tips of the fingernails would represent the atmosphere's thickness.
27.
When we sweat, we cool down as the perspiration evaporates off our skin. The process of evaporation takes heat (energy) from our bodies. When humidity is high, however, sweat does not readily evaporate, so the body cannot cool itself efficiently.

Sample: Reduce motor vehicle emissions by creating vehicle inspection programs that require drivers to fix vehicles that release a high level of pollutants.

Pollutants combine with water, oxygen, and other chemicals in the atmosphere to form compounds called acids. The acids may settle to the surface of Earth as acid deposition.
