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Introduction:

Language and communication are an integral part of the human experience. Students
must be equipped to communicate successfully in a globally connected society. The
Belleville School District World Languages Department provides all students with the
opportunity to develop social and academic linguistic proficiency in a language other
than English. Through this experience students see the connection between the study
of language and other disciplines, gain greater insight into the cultural aspect of the
people who speak the target language, meet a qualification for entrance in a wide
variety of colleges and universities, and expand their employment opportunities in a
competitive global workforce.

The goal is to increase the student’s ability to understand,
speak, read, and write the target language fundamentals of grammar are expanded and
culture is infused through each lesson. Students will participate in activities which focus
on the interpersonal, interpretive, and presentational modes of communication.

Pacing:

A timeframe has been provided to approximate how long it would take to cover each
objective. However, due to the nature of teaching a language, realistically, each
objective is reinforced throughout the year to reinforce and to work towards building
natural patterns of speech and writing.

Overreaching Understandings:

Learning a language takes motivation, perseverance and practice.
The recognition and use of patterns of verb forms gives the speaker a wider range of communication skills.
