Unit 2, Week 2

e Review Weekly Vocabulary - display the visual vocabulary cards believe, delicious, feast, fond, lessons, remarkable,
snatch, and stories. Have partners discuss the words using the photos and sentences. Then have them make up new
sentences with the words using the sentence frames. Then have partners take turns drawing a picture to show each word and
then guessing it.

® Write about a character that teaches a lesson or teaches someone a lesson.

® Practice singular and plural nouns.

Unit 2, Week 3

e Review Weekly Vocabulary - display the visual vocabulary cards buried, escape, habitat, journey, nature, peeks, restless,
and spies. Have partners discuss the words using the photos and sentences. Then have the children write the words in their
notebooks.

® Research an animal to find out interesting facts, life cycle, food, appearance, and its habitat.

Unit 2, Week 4

e Review Weekly Vocabulary - display the visual vocabulary cards adult, alive, covered, fur, giant, groom, mammal,
offspring. Have partners discuss the words using the photos and sentences. Then have them make up sentences with the
words using the sentence frames. Then have children take turns giving clues about one of the words and having the other
children guess the word. Then have children write the words in their notebooks.

® Create a Venn diagram that compares and contrast an adult animal and its baby.

Unit 2, Week 5

e Review Weekly Vocabulary - display the visual vocabulary cards behave, express, feathers, flapping. Have partners discuss



the words using the photos and sentences. Then have them make up sentences with the words using the sentence frames.
Then have children sort the weekly vocabulary words and more vocabulary words in their notebooks into two columns:
nouns and verbs.

e Use a graphic organizer and write about a poem about an animal. First complete the graphic organizer: Characteristics of
my animal - how my animal behaves. Then use the details to create a poem.
