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Unit Overview
Learners continue their exploration of the target language by acquiring phrases to exchange information about 
their likes and preferences.  Teachers will reinforce Language Arts elements by guiding students through 
listening and reading activities with comprehension tasks to complete afterwards.  The unit's essential 
questions will encourage students to see how they are connected to children from around the world through 
shared experiences of likes and dislikes.
