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Unit Overview

The grade four language course continues with students learning to use phrases to exchange information about
their regular routines. Teachers will reinforce Language Arts elements by guiding students through listening
activities, written activities and dialogs, all which encourage comprehension and fluidity. They will continue
to explore the world cultures and so acquire a more deep appreciation for American culture and diversity.

At Risk

Students are encouraged to write down as much as they understand of the picture shown of a child in a
familiar scence.

Focus on the comprehension and perseverance of student's progress on questions about a story read.
