Brief Summary of Unit 5: Proportion

In alignment with the NJSLS-VPA, students will discover and learn about the principles of art. The principles
of art are the means an artist uses to organize elements within a work of art. Throughout this unit, students will
explore and discover the relationship of two or more elements in an artwork and how they compare in size and
scale.

Essential Questions

e How does the artist’s knowledge, understanding and skill in different size components affect the
resulting artwork?

e How does knowledge and understanding of famous artists and artworks affect the artwork that is
created?

e How does knowledge, understanding and skill of creating and using proportion affect the artwork that
is created?

e Exploring and discovering various ways to create proportion will improve artistic growth and produce
a higher quality of artwork

¢ Introduction of how artists and artworks use proportion will expand students knowledge of various
times in history, cultures, and art eras

e Answering essential questions and meeting project objectives and deadlines

Learning Plan

e Preview essential questions and objects, connecting to learning throughout the unit
e Introduce Principles of art: proportion creators
e Practice creating variations in proportion through different elements

¢ Discover artists such as Gustave Caillebotte, Paris: A Rainy Day, 1877, Jeff Jordan, Curiosity, 2009,
Pieter Brueghel, Hunters in the Snow, 1565, etc., using proportion from various art eras

¢ Introduce and create artwork specifically focusing on proportion
e Reflect on use of proportion in their artwork and others
e Perform formative and summative assessments

e Showcase artwork throughout the school and in district buildings
