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Assessment
Since FCS courses are designed to promote skill attainment, student progression, and the pace through which 
they proceed through the performance tasks are based on their affinity for and ability to reach skill attainment. 
The teacher will determine formative and summative skill attainment; alternative assessments will be 
incorporated for each student based on their strengths and challenges.  

 

Project recommendation/suggestion

Students will continue with their developmental growth chart. Now that they have completed the unit about 
social/emotional development, they will create the label under each age group for it. They must then identify 
at least three important facts about social/emotional development for each of the three age groups. Now that 
the project is completed, groups will present their projects.
