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Brief Summary of Unit

The ability to understand and incorporate wellness practices into one’s daily living is vital to the well-being of
our students and directly correlates to their optimal overall health. Effective health practices provide students
with the potential for success when choosing a career and allow for the pursuit of any career interest. When
taking this course, students develop their understanding of the interrelationship between wellness, overall well-
being and success.

This unit will provide the students with the rules and regulations of soccer. Students will demonstrate the basic
skills of soccer: dribbling, passing, shooting, goalkeeping, and sportsmanship. This sport develops team play,
sportsmanship, and cooperative learning.
