To Kill a Mockingbird Map Project

Due Date: Friday, December 19th
Groups: Groups can be up to 4 members

Project Description: You will be in charge of selecting a scene from To Kill a Mockingbird and creating a map for that scene. For example, you might decide to do a map for the scene where Bob Ewell attacks Scout and Jem.

Requirements: - You must have 8 points of interest on your map

· Your points of interest must be geographically correct according to the book.

· You should write on your map why this is a point of interest

· You should have drawings on your map for each point of interest

· Your map should have color

· Each person should be in charge of 2 points of interest

Example: If you were doing your map of the scene where the kids are attacked, you might have the tree as one of your points of interest. The street lamp might be another point of interest. The Finch house might be another point of interest. The school auditorium might be another, etc. You might draw a tree on your map, and under the tree you might write: Bob Ewell was found dead. This shows the significance of the tree

Day 1:
· The group must choose a scene

· Each group member should have 2 points of interest chosen

· Figure out how your points of interest are geographically related

· Begin working on the map

· Turn in a list of what each member is working on and what scene was chosen

Day 2:

· Finish your map

· Turn in the map

Possible Scenes: The opening description of Maycomb

· Scout’s first day of school

· The night that Jem, Scout, and Dill try to get a look at Boo Radley

· The courtroom scene

· Miss Maudie’s house burning down

· Christmas at Finch’s Landing

· Bob Ewell attacking the children

· Any other scene that you can think of

Rubric:

Content: 25pts- You must have 8 points of interest and an explanation of their significance to the book.

Class Time: 25pts- You must use your class time wisely. All group members should be on task at all times.

Appearance: 25pts- Your map should look presentable. It should be neat and clearly marked.

Geographical Accuracy: 25pts- Your map should be geographically correct in accordance with the book.
