Part A- Nouns

Noun- person, place, thing, or idea.

Common Noun- a noun that names a general person, place, thing, or idea. These are normally not capitalized. They are only capitalized if they are the first word of the sentence.

Proper Noun- a noun that names a specific person, place, thing, or idea. These are always capitalized.

Singular Noun- one person, place, thing, or idea.

Plural Noun- more than one person, place, thing, or idea. Normally end in s or es. Sometimes change spelling.

Concrete Noun: a person, place, or thing that can be physically seen or touched.

Abstract Noun: a thing or idea that can’t be physically seen or touched.

Part B- Pronouns

Pronoun- a pronoun is a word that takes the place of a noun.

Personal Pronouns- these words take the place of the name of the person, place, or thing. The personal pronouns are: I, me, you, he, she, it, him, her, they, them, we, and us.

Possessive Pronouns- these are words that show ownership or possession. The possessive pronouns are: My, mine, your, yours, his, her, hers, its, their, theirs, our, and ours.
Demonstrative Pronouns- there are only four of these. They are this, that, these, and those. These words must not come in front of a noun to be considered a pronoun.

Indefinites Pronouns- these are pronouns that are not specific. They refer to any general number. Examples of these are: any, all, few, anybody, nobody, everyone, each, etc.

Reflexive Pronouns- these are pronouns that end in self or selves. These words come later in the sentence after the word it is referring to.

Intensive Pronouns- these are pronouns that end in self or selves, but come right after the word they are referring to.

Interrogative Pronouns: these are question words. You will see a question mark at the end of the sentence.

Adjective- describes a noun, pronoun, or other adjective. These tell which one, what kind or how many. The, a, and an are always adjectives.

Adverb- this part of speech describes a verb, an adjective, or another adverb. These tell you where, when, why, how, and to what extent.

Part E- Verbs

Verbs- normally express an action or a state of being. There are 3 types of verbs.

Action Verbs- these are verbs that express a physical or mental action. These are things that a person, place, or thing can physically or mentally do.
Linking Verbs- these verbs link the subject of the sentence to another word in the sentence. These verbs also express a state of being. The most commonly used linking verbs are: is, am, are, was, were, be, and been. Some verbs that can be either linking or action are: seem, appear, wish, and like.

Helping Verbs- these verbs tend to come before action verbs. The helping verbs will always come in front of the main verb. You can have more than one helping verb in a sentence. The most commonly used helping verbs are: is, am, are, was, were, be, been, have, has, had, can, could, will, would, shall, should, may, might, do, and did.

Part F- Prepositions

Preposition- this is a smaller word that typically shows position or direction in a sentence. There are 50 most commonly used prepositions.

Prepositional Phrase- the prepositional phrase begins with the preposition in a sentence and ends with the noun that comes after the preposition.

Object of the Preposition- this is the noun that comes after the preposition.

Part G- Conjunctions

Conjunction- this is a word that joins words in a sentence or connects clauses. There are 4 types of conjunctions.

Coordinating Conjunctions- these connect words in a sentence or two independent clauses. These are the FANBOYS: For, And, Nor, But, Or, Yet, and So.

Correlative Conjunctions- these words connect words in a sentence. These words always appear in pairs. The correlative conjunctions are: either/or, neither, nor, whether/or, both/and, and not only/but also.

Subordinating Conjunctions- these words begin a dependent clause (a clause that can’t stand alone). If the dependent clause comes in the beginning of the sentence, you will see a comma after the clause. You should try all of the other types of conjunctions and use this type after process of elimination. These will be words like: because, since, while, when, during, after, etc.

Conjunctive Adverb- these will always gave a semicolon before them and a comma after them. These are words like: however, consequently, moreover, finally, etc.
