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Watercolor Summary

Unit 1, Contemporary Watercolor Painting, introduces artists to the basic techniques of watercolor painting. It
is designed to guide artists in the development of formal aesthetics and to motivate artists to develop the
technical skills necessary to express their ideas. This course allows freedom of exploration and
experimentation but places equal demands on proficiency of execution. We will explore techniques through
still life, landscape, architectural and figurative subjects using the styles of abstract, minimalist art, pop art,
and surrealist art.

Learning Objectives

e Create expressive watercolor paintings using art elements including line, shape, form, value, contour,
and perspective.

e Describe and identify contemporary ideas of global issues and social concerns as depicted in
watercolor.

e Experience and control watercolor as a medium.

e Formulate criteria for arts evaluation using the principles of positive critique and observation of the
elements of art and principles of design, and use the criteria to evaluate works of art dealing with main
ideas such as global issues and social concerns.

¢ Identify contemporary watercolor artists following the modern and postmodern movements.

e Interpret how audiences respond to contemporary works of art.

e Justify the impact of innovations of contemporary arts as they confront the norms of today's societies
¢ Practice safe and responsible use of watercolor materials, equipment, and studio space.

¢ Select and analyze the expressive potential of watercolors techniques, and processes.

Evaluate how an artist’s technical proficiency may affect the creation or presentation of a
work of art, as well as how the context in which a work is performed or shown may impact
perceptions of its significance/meaning.

Evaluate personal likes and dislikes and identify careers that might be suited to personal
likes.

Explain how an individual’s online behavior (e.g., social networking, photo exchanges,
video postings) may impact opportunities for employment or advancement.
