The parent or legal guardian enrolling the student is required to submit ONLY original, current and valid registration documents at the time of registration. Photocopy documents will not be accepted. According to the New York City Department of Education regulations in order to register your child, you will need the following documents:
· A photo ID of the student’s parent/legal guardian
· Original child’s birth certificate or passport
· Original child’s immunization records
· Child’s latest report card/transcript if available
· Child’s Individualized Education Program (IEP) and/or 504 Accommodation Plan (if applicable and available)
· Proof of Residence which includes any TWO (2) of the following documents:
· A residential utility bill (gas or electric) in the resident’s name issued by *( must be dated within the past 60 days)
· Documentation or letter on letterhead from a federal, state, or local government agency, including the Internal Revenue Service (IRS), City Housing Authority, Human Resources Administration (HRA), the Administration for Children’s Services (ACS), or an ACS subcontractor indicating the resident’s name and address* (must be dated within the past 60 days)
· An original lease agreement, deed, or mortgage statement for the residence
· A current property tax bill for the residence
· A water bill for the residence*(must be dated within the past 60 days)
· A landlord affidavit – If a parent is subletting an apartment or home, or if more than one family shares a living space, the parent must present an affidavit or notarized letter from the leaseholder or homeowner and attach any of the above acceptable proofs of address, such as the lease, deed or utility bill
· NOTE – A telephone bill or driver’s license is NOT an acceptable proof of address.

Kindergarten- Second Grade Health Requirements
