The Spanish-American war constitutes the 
backbone of the works in this unit.  The war 
marked the culmination of the period of decline 
for the Spanish empire as the remaining colonies 
gained independence and Spain was left to 
search for a new identity.  The authors of La 
Generación del 98 explore the social issues 
facing society at the time.  In contrast, the 
Modernismo marked the birth of a new  
American literary movement. The first stage of 
Modernismo embraced free verse, creativity, 
beauty, elegance and the abstract while the 
second stage shifted to political commentary.

Throughout the study of San Manuel Bueno, 
mártir, by Miguel de Unamuno, He andado 
muchos caminos, by Antonio Machado,  Nuestra 
América, by José Martí,  A Roosevelt, by Rubén 
Darío, and El hijo, by Horacio Quiroga, students 
will know how to analyze the literary work 
while making connections to personal life.  
Students will know how and why a text presents 
a key literary aspect (theme, literary term, 
period, movement, genre, or context).  Students 
will know to extract relevant textual examples to 
illustrate their points.  Students will know the 
similarities and differences between common 
themes shared in literary works and artworks in 
relation to period, movement, genre, and/or 
technique.

Conexión temática: El tiempo y el espacio / La dualidad del ser

 

Conexión con subtema: el individuo y su entorno, la trayectoria y la transformación, la naturaleza y el

Actividades: Los estudiantes tendrán que leer el poema de Machado y extraer los temas que ellos 
encuentren y compararlos con otro poeta de otro siglo que hayamos leído en clase y que tenga el mismo 
tema.
