Big Ideas/Understanding

Students will understand that...

War World I and the Spanish Civil war marked
a break from the Modernismo. Literary works
from this period questioned daily life and insist
in defining identity. Authors experiment with
new literary forms and ideas. There appear
different artistic works corresponding to
Vanguard authors, Surrealism, and the Theater
of the Absurd. Vanguard authors experiment
with creativity and ingenuity while establishing
free verse poetry as a principal form of
expression and renewing the uses of metaphor
and imagery. Afro-Caribean poetry explores
mestizaje and includes auditory elements and
neologisms. Surrealist works juxtapose the
unconscious with the conscious, making
everyday situations illogical and inexplicable.
The Theater of the absurd use absurd,
impossible and hyperbolic representations to
highlight society’s problems.
