For Peninsular Spanish literature, the
seventeenth century was the pinnacle of artistic
production and comprised the second half of the
Golden Age. This century also marks the
decline of the Spanish empire. Students will
understand the increasing complexities of this
period literary works. Authors employed
complex metaphors, advanced vocabulary and
syntax as a way to criticize their social reality as
a form of disillusionment or desengario.

Conexion Tematica: El tiempo y el espacio / La creacion literaria
