	Patterns, Color Theory, and Imaginative Designs Students explore patterns and color theory to create unique, aesthetically pleasing artwork, focusing on imaginative designs such as Ice Cream Sundaes,. They are introduced to artists like Oldenburg and Jim Dines,.
	6-8 Weeks
	Generating and conceptualizing ideas (Cr1): Brainstorming and curating ideas (Cr1a), setting goals and demonstrating diverse approaches (Cr1b). Organizing and developing ideas (Cr2): Demonstrating craftsmanship (Cr2b), collaboratively representing objects of personal significance (Cr2c). Refining and completing products (Cr3): Reflecting, refining, and revising work (Cr3a). Presenting (Pr): Selecting, analyzing and interpreting work (Pr4).

	Mask Making: Cultural and Artistic Features This unit studies the cultural and artistic features of Mask Making, requiring students to design a 3D mask using plaster strips and molds,. Students explore cultural symbolism and are asked to write a description regarding the use and symbolism of their mask,.

	Creating 3D Space using Pastels (Astro/Aquatic Self-Portrait) Students explore pastels, safety rules for handling art materials, and techniques for creating a dynamic sense of 3D space using foreshortening, values, and overlapping. They create an Astro/Aquatic Self-Portrait using chalk pastels, focusing on color theory and outlining objects with black chalk,.
	6-8 Weeks
	Creating (Cr): Cr1a, Cr1b,. Cr2a, Cr2b (safe use of materials), Cr2c. Cr3a. Presenting (Pr): Pr4, Pr4a (curator responsibilities), Pr5, Pr6. 	Landscape Exploration Students explore landscapes by drawing the area around their house and learn techniques to create realistic landscapes. Activities include using oil pastels to create an image of snowmen in action at night in their own backyard, applying techniques like highlights, shadows, and overlapping to convey a sense of space.
	4-5 Weeks
	Creating (Cr): Cr1a, Cr1b,. Cr2b (safe use of materials), Cr2c. Presenting (Pr): Pr5, Pr6. Connecting (Cn): Cn10.

	April
	Comic Book Art and Storytelling Students explore comic book art while creating their own comic book or stop action movie, understanding that stories can be told through a series of illustrations. Objectives include creating a narrative through pictures and addressing the proportions of the figure.
	4-5 Weeks
	Creating (Cr): Cr1a, Cr1b. Cr2a, Cr2b, Cr2c,. Cr3a. (Also includes VIS.3.VA:Cr1.2.EU). Presenting (Pr): Pr4.1.EU. Pr4a, Pr5.1.EU, Pr6a,,. Responding (Re): Re7b, Re8. Connecting (Cn): VIS.3.VA:Cn11.

	May/June
	Graphic Design and Advertising Students explore graphic design principles and techniques through a local event (the Great Crate Race). The goal is to create a poster that advertises the event, emphasizing correct, easy-to-read text, dynamic use of color/space, and creativity. Students explore the career of graphic designers.
	6-8 Weeks
	Creating (Cr): Cr1a, Cr1b. Cr3, Cr3a. Presenting (Pr): Pr4, Pr5. Responding (Re): Re8, Re8a (interpreting intent), Re9 (applying criteria to evaluate products),. Connecting (Cn): Cn10, Cn10a (community cultural traditions).

· Responding (Re): Encompasses perceiving, analyzing, interpreting intent, meaning, and applying criteria to evaluate products.
· Connecting (Cn): Deals with synthesizing and relating knowledge to personal experiences, and relating artistic ideas to societal, cultural, and historical contexts.
