INDIVIDUAL IDEAS

- Use these cards as a therapy game itself as a drill/flashcards to practice interpreting multiple perspectives.

- Use the cards as a ‘side activity’ during a board gome or other theropy gamel

SMALL GROUP AND/OR CLASSROOM IDEAS
- Put the tosk cards up in different parts of the room (or outsidel) and have students walk around with the room with their

answer sheets and clip boards!

- Have students get into pairs and go on a walk around the room and talk about their answers and thoughts together!

- Use a card or two each morning as part of a guided class discussion.

HOW TO USE THESE CARDS

- If they do not list enough perspectives, I tend fo prompt my students with subtle clues.

- If achild is really having frouble, I ask them fo list ot least one or two “feelings” instead. Then I usually model brainstorming

perspectives myself - this fends to spike additional answers.
