Unit Overview

Students can independently identify and recognize vocabulary for saying hello and goodbye, introduce
him/herself, and express likes and dislikes in Spanish.

The Novice-mid language learner understands and communicates at the word level and can independently
identify and recognize memorized words and phrases that bring meaning to text. Through active listening,
frequent repetition and practice, students develop a fundamental vocabulary that supports comprehension in
subsequent thematically based content.

Essential Questions

How do you greet and introduce yourself to others in Spanish?

How do you share your likes and dislikes in Spanish?

Content

Students respond through active listening, repetition, and Total Physical Response (TPR) to develop beginning
Spanish vocabulary. Students understand new words teachers actions and modeling, choral response, and
partnered and individual practice. Students respond to teacher prompts during developmentally appropriate
activities.

Greetings / Leave-takings (Hola, Qu tal?, Adis, Hasta la vista)

What is your name? & My name is (Cmo te llamas? & Me llamo)

I like / I do not like (Me gusta / No me gusta)

Skills

Apply appropriate Spanish vocabulary to say "hello," "Whats up?," "See you next time," and "good-bye"



Respond in Spanish to Whats your name?
Ask classmates their names in Spanish
Indicate likes and dislikes using Me gusta and No me gusta

Introduce self using greeting, name statement, and likes and dislikes in Spanish

Students respond orally to teacher and classmate prompts

Students will create and explain (orally) self-portrait
