Students also 
learn to read and spell irregular words such as wash, want, what, who, some, come, none, and done. Fluency 
development is embedded throughout, emphasizing accuracy, self-correction, reading rate, automaticity, and 
expression. This comprehensive module helps students build the essential skills needed for confident and 
fluent reading.
