Materials:
Tradebook- “Pumpkin Pumpkin” by Jeanne Titherington



Picture cards with labels


Construction paper


Sequencing pictures



Computer/TV connection to view pumpkin music video by Brian Vogan

Students will complete Brain Gym movements.

Anticipatory set:

Students will be advised they are continuing with pumpkin theme this month.  Student groups will play a game to win a prize; teams must discuss and answer a question to win. Students receive their prize in a bag.  Students will recall KWL chart previously started.  Students will discuss how one question will be answered, “How do you make a pumpkin?”  Students will be given a small amount of seeds to view.  Students will think-pair-share about how seeds are connected to pumpkins.  Students will view objective for lesson.
Procedure:  
Students will move to classroom library area for read-aloud story. Students will make predictions, answer questions and review new vocabulary as story is read aloud.  Students will be asked to make text-to-self, text-to-text and text to word connections.  Students will discuss story sequence and review the life cycle of a pumpkin.  Students will return to their desks to re-group and complete an activity.  Students will cut and paste pumpkin life cycle sequencing pictures.  Students in group 1 will complete the activity, identify what they feel is the most important part of the life cycle and explain it orally to the teacher.  Students in groups 2 and 3 will complete the activity and complete a sentence starter about the growth of a pumpkin.  Students in group 4 will complete the activity and write their own sentence about the growth of a pumpkin.  As students complete activity, they will watch a short music video about how pumpkins grow.
Closure:  
Students will view picture cards placed on the blackboard.  Students will be randomly chosen to place the cards in order.  Students will be asked to recite the words to the life cycle of a pumpkin.  Students will be asked an additional higher-order thinking question – “What so you think happens to those pumpkins that are not picked from the pumpkin patch?”

Questioning

Accommodations for students:

Visual learners – read-aloud story, pictures with labels

Auditory learners – read-aloud story, whole group discussion
Kinesthetic learners – cut and paste activity, writing a sentence, movement to another table
Lower ability learners – pictures in book, pictures on cards, sequencing page pictures, discussing life cycle with teacher, music video
Higher ability learners – writing a sentence about the life cycle of a pumpkin, choice to write any sentence for their activity.
