I will be your child’s homeroom teacher and Mrs. Glass will be your child’s trade class teacher.  I will teach Math, Spelling, Science and Social Studies.  Mrs. Glass will teach Reading, English, Writing and Handwriting.  We both would like to extend a warm welcome to our new students and parents.  


We believe parental involvement has a direct impact on student success in the classroom.  Teachers, parents, and students must work together in order to have an outstanding year.  Communication between the teachers and parents also enhances your child’s educational environment.  Therefore, we will inform you of classroom plans, your child’s progress, school events, and other activities as they arise.  We strongly encourage your involvement, but we ask that you follow the D.C. Reeves policy for parents’ visitation on campus.


It is our goal to establish an inviting classroom that stimulates the self-esteem of our students.  This depends on student self-management of behavior and a classroom discipline plan that will be followed.  We also believe homework is necessary to reinforce learning that occurs within the classroom.  We have included explanations of these policies and ask you to please review them with your child.  Please sign and return the receipt form to school indicating you and your child understand and agree to follow the policies. 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Weekly Progress Folders









Each Wednesday a weekly progress folder will be sent home.  Inside the folder will be graded papers from the previous week as well as comments if needed.  We will expect the folders to be returned the next school day with the reports signed by the student’s parent/guardian. (Keep graded papers at home.)  If your child fails to bring the progress folder and report back to school signed the next day we will assume he/she failed to give it to you.  Your child will lose classroom privileges each day until it is returned.  Extenuating circumstances may be considered.  You should expect this folder weekly; however, once every six weeks when REPORT CARDS go home, weekly graded papers will not go home.
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Each Monday we will send home a newsletter explaining what we will be doing in each subject area for the week, a weekly test schedule, reminders, and school happenings.  Please read it carefully and sign it.  Your child should place the Monday Note in the first sheet protector of his/her binder allowing you and your child the ability to refer to it daily.  Please keep in mind test schedules may be prolonged or postponed for additional practice if needed.  You and your child will be notified ahead of time if this should occur.  
Binders
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Your child will carry a binder to and from school daily.  This will contain a Monday note, study guides and handouts, assignment pad, and a notebook.    Students who do not get the week in a peek signed will lose classroom privileges.    

Upon Arriving At School


Students are to walk quietly through Reeves Hall to Carter Hall, place book-sack in assigned area, go to the restroom, sit in the hallway next to their tag outside of our classroom, place book-sack in their lap, and read silently until instructed to come into the classroom. 

Breakfast


If students eat breakfast at school, they are to go directly to the lunchroom after arriving at school. Students are to bring their booksacks with them. Students are to enter the lunchroom through the left front door and exit through the opposite front door, then proceed directly to the classroom as instructed above.
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Students are expected to sit and eat their lunch quietly and use proper manners at the table each day. Students are to maintain a VOICE LEVEL OF ZERO while in the cafeteria. 
Upon Entering the Classroom in the Morning


Students should remain seated until instructed to enter the classroom in an orderly line. Students should immediately and quietly unpack booksacks, sit down and begin their morning assignment which will be found on the Smart Board or desks. All excuses, forms, notes from home, etc. should be placed in the teachers’ DESIGNATED AREA. No child is to get up and bring anything to the teacher or drop anything on her desk unless called for. This should all be done at voice level zero.

Morning Announcements
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Everyone is expected to stand and recite the Pledge of Allegiance unless documentation is provided for religious beliefs. Then students are to sit with a voice level of zero at their desks and listen to the morning announcements while completing morning activities.

Notes from home, Money, Doctor Excuses, etc.


Please make sure that anytime you send something to school that you place it in an envelope and put your child’s name, homeroom teacher’s name, and label what is in the envelope. (Example: Supply Fee, Picture Money, Field Trip Money, etc.)  Any money, doctor’s note, etc. are to be turned in to the student’s homeroom teacher.

The Intercom


When the intercom comes on, the office is trying to relay important information to our classroom. All activities and talking will stop while the intercom is in use.  A minor referral will be written if a student responds in any way to the intercom.

Tardiness/Checkouts


Please make sure your child is at school on time and tries to avoid early checkouts. Three tardies are considered the same as an absence. Students who are tardy are to be checked into the office with an excuse. Early checkouts are marked as half-day absences and excuses should be sent to school on the next school day. Any time missed is valuable educational time your child misses. It is unfair to your child, to other students, and to me to interrupt our class time by arriving at school late or leaving school early.
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Homework is an important part of your child’s school experience, and we believe homework is a good way to reinforce what the students have learned in class each day.  Homework teaches responsibility as well as good study habits.  Your child will write down his/her homework assignments in their assignment pad each day.  Homework will be assigned nightly and should take your child approximately 30 minutes to complete the assignments. However, this does not include study time for tests. The amount of study time will depend upon the length of time it takes for your child to learn information. All homework and study guides should be kept in the student’s HOMEWORK BINDER.  Students will use this binder for both classes.  
Students will earn a homework grade per subject per six weeks.  Each missed homework assignment will result in a deduction of five points from their homework grade.
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Students will be allowed to visit the AR bookshelf and take quizzes during designated times of the day.  Students use a check out system to check out books.  They must fill out a library card and put the card in their pocket on the pocket chart.  Students must only have one book checked out at a time.  If books are lost or stolen the student is responsible for sending in a replacement or money to cover the cost of the book.  We will check AR points on Friday and send them to the office for AR tags.  

Important Notes










Any notes sent home, the school and parish handbooks, etc. should be kept in a safe place.  This will allow you the opportunity to review them as needed.  Please encourage students to bring home all notes and notices so you are informed of all school announcements.  PLEASE CHECK THE HOMEWORK BINDER EACH NIGHT FOR NOTES.

Absences/Make-Up Work
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     If your child misses school a doctor’s note or handwritten note must be sent to the teacher in order for the absence to be excused.  Students with excused absences will be allowed to make-up missed graded work.  Missed handouts/important notes will be in a designated area for your child to obtain upon returning to school.  If your child was absent one day he/she has three days to make up the work and turn it in to the teacher.  If he/she is absent two days then he/she has three days to turn in the make-up work and so on…  Any graded work that is not returned to the teacher in a timely manner will result in a failing grade. 
Maintaining Student Desks and Cubbies






Desks and cubbies should be kept clean, neat, and free from trash at all times. Textbooks should be kept in cubbies and desks with titles facing outward. Textbooks, booksacks, or materials should never be on the floor at any time. Extra loose leaf, pencils, and other supplies should be kept in the designated area by the teacher.  There will be set times to gather needed materials for the day/week.   All personal supplies should be removed from desks when packing for transition or dismissal. Remember, other students use the desk.  
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The teacher is NOT responsible for materials left behind.  We will not re-issue study guides or worksheets.
Cooperative Learning
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Students will be placed into cooperative groups. The students are placed in these mixed ability groups so they may help each other during the learning process.  Students will be expected to share materials and work cooperatively with one another.  Each group will have a task master that rotates weekly.  The task master will have small tasks such as gathering needed materials, collecting papers, etc.

Pencils


Students are to always have sharpened pencils in their pencil bag.  At no time will we allow students to sharpen pencils during class.  Students will be allowed to sharpen pencils at the end of the day.  We do not allow students to use mechanical pencils or individual pencil sharpeners within our classes.

  Lost and Found

Items left in desks will be placed in the LOST & FOUND BOX. Any papers left in desks will be thrown away.  Any unclaimed items will be brought to the office lost and found. 

Parents or Visitors on Campus


No parent or visitor will be allowed on campus at any time without first going to the office to receive a visitor tag. Please ensure you have your driver’s license with you because it will be scanned before a visitor tag is printed.  Please follow this rule, since it is in effect for the safety of students.  

Fire/Disaster Drills


Students are expected to stop everything when the bell rings for emergencies. If a student is in the restroom or running an errand, he/she is to return to class immediately. If we have already vacated the classroom, he/she should go immediately to our designated spot on the playground or our designated place in the hallway. Students should remain silent, not panic or play, and listen for directions from the teacher. Students should follow the procedures practiced in class for fire or tornado drills. It is extremely important for students to take these drills seriously for their safety may be at risk in real emergencies. PLEASE stress the importance of these drills for we take them very seriously. 
Transitions To and From Other Locations


Students are expected to walk in an orderly line at VOICE LEVEL ZERO to lunch, to the library, computer labs, art class, school assemblies, and to all other locations on campus. 

Restroom Privileges


Students need to go to the restroom upon arriving at school. We will rotate to the restroom, by groups, once before lunch and students are expected to use the restroom at recess times. Students will be allowed to leave the classroom to use the restroom – ONLY FOR EMERGENCIES!  A note from the doctor will need to be written if the student has any problems where he/she will need to use the restroom more than the allotted times within the day. 

Classroom Materials/ Equipment
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Educational materials and equipment are provided throughout the room for student use. These items are to be used properly and replaced properly after use and ready for the next user. Privileges will be taken away if this policy can not be followed. If any materials/equipment are broken or damaged, parents will be called in for a conference, and we will expect the materials/equipment to be replaced.

Instant Quiet Sign


It is of extreme importance that all children respond immediately to the QUIET SIGN: “GIVE ME FIVE” or the raised outstretched hand whenever it is used at school. The “Give Me Five” signals: 1) eyes on speaker, 2) mouth quiet, 3) freeze, 4) hands still, and 5) ears listening.

Teacher Outside the Classroom


Should we need to be out of the room, all students are expected to stay seated, without talking and continue working until the teacher returns. The next door or across the hall teacher will supervise students while we are out.  We will appoint one person to answer the intercom. Should a problem occur that can not wait for our return, the designated person should get the teacher from next door or across the hall to help. No one else is to get out of his/her seat or leave the room unless instructed to do so by a teacher.

Classroom Visitors


Should an adult/student enter the classroom to speak to the teacher during a class discussion, students are to immediately observe silence and place their heads on the desks. If the visitor enters the room during independent or group work time, the students should continue working with silence. We will resume with the lesson/activity when the guest exits the classroom. 

Toys at School


The school rule is: NO TOYS OF ANY KIND AT SCHOOL. This includes electronic devices, baseball cards, trinkets, etc. We have no time to play with toys at school.  Items will be taken away from the student and released to a parent.  All electronic devices are strictly prohibited and will be given to the disciplinarian.  A minor referral may be written if the item causes a disturbance of any kind.  We will not be responsible for any item stolen which is not allowed on campus.

Tests


Tests will not always fall on a particular day. Occasionally, there will be several tests that fall on the same day; therefore, it is crucial that students study and review every night and not wait until the night before to study. STUDENTS CAUGHT CHEATING ON TESTS OR GRADED ACTIVITIES WILL RECEIVE AN “F” FOR THE ASSIGNMENT AND A MINOR REFERRAL WILL BE WRITTEN. No graded assignment will be sent home for a make-up assignment.  Students will have to complete any graded assignments before school, at recess, or during pull-out time.  Daily graded assignments will be sent home in your child’s graded paper folder; however, test do not go home with students.  If parents would like to view students’ tests, an appointment will need to be made to view them at school. Students’ grades can be viewed by going to Parents’ Command Center from the Tangipahoa Parish School System homepage at http://www.tangischools.org/default.html.  We will not write your child’s weekly grades on their weekly reports.  We will place all graded papers in the green graded paper folder which is sent home every Wednesday. Again, please use Parent Command to view your child’s grades on a weekly basis.  

Projects


Projects will be assigned throughout the school year.  Any assigned project will be noted on the Monday Note and ample time to complete project will be given.  If a student fails to complete the project then he/she will earn an F.  Only half credit will be given if the student turns in the project a day late.  No projects will be accepted two or more days past the due date.
