Steps in Determining Beef Cattle Feed Rations

1. Solve for Dry Matter requirements using roughages.

2. Find the amount of protein in the roughage.

3. Subtract the amount of protein in the roughage from the required protein to determine the amount of protein still needed.

4. Find the amount of energy in the roughage.

5. Subtract the amount of energy in the roughage from the required energy to determine the amount of energy still needed.

6. Divide the amount of energy still needed by the amount of energy in the concentrate. (This gives you the amount of concentrate to feed the animal)

7. Find the amount of protein in the concentrate.

8. Subtract the amount of protein in the concentrate from the required protein still needed to determine the new amount of protein still needed.

9. Determine the net gain of protein gained by the animal, by subtracting the protein in the concentrate from the protein in the high protein feed.

10. Divide the remaining protein still needed by the net protein gain.  (This gives you the amount of high protein feed to feed the animal)

11. Subtract the weight of high protein feed from the weight of concentrate to complete the substitution.

12. Write the final ration.
