Needs and Wants – Lesson 1 of 3 lessons
Objective:
The student will be able to define vocabulary -“needs” and “wants”. (cognitive)


The student will be able to identify objects as a “need” or “want”. (cognitive)



The student will be able complete a task with a group. (affective)


The student will be able to complete a sorting and writing activity. (kinesthetic)

Materials:
Fishing pole


Label/definition cards


Sorting objects in bags


Writing page(s)


Computer/TV connection to view final closing activity
Students will complete Brain Gym movements.

Anticipatory set:

The students will listen to a story about a camping trip their teacher is planning.  Students will Think-Pair-Share items that should be brought on the trip.  Items will be listed on the board.  Students will discuss that limited space requires only bringing things that are a “need”.  Students will recall prior lesson about animals’ needs.  Students will list categories of what animals need to survive.  Students will discuss the definition of the words “need” and “want”.  Students will be introduced to the objective for the lesson.
Procedure:  
Student groups will discuss each item listed on the board and will identify if items are “needs” or “wants”.  Student groups will discuss each item as it relates to a question “Can I live without it?” and share answers with the class. 

Students will move to another area of the room to complete an activity.  All student groups will sort everyday items from a bag into a “need” or “want” basket.  All groups will complete a writing activity.  Group 1 will write one sentence each about a “need” and a “want”.  Groups 2 and 3 will complete a sentence starter about a “need” and a “want”. Group 4 will read a sentence and color the picture to complete a sentence about a “need” and a “want”.
Closure:  
Students will be asked to define “needs” and “wants”.  Students will discuss how they would feel if they received a need or a want.  Students will share their opinions whether “needs” or “wants” are more important.  Students will complete a brief closing activity.  Students will be shown 2 pictures on a PowerPoint slideshow and move to a part of the room based on their decision if the item is a “need” or “want.” 
Assessment:

Teacher observation

Questioning

Student’s completed activities
Accommodations for students:

Visual learners – objects, sample pictures, labels on board
Auditory learners – whole group discussion, small group discussions
Kinesthetic learners – movement to another table, sorting activity, writing activity, final closing activity.
Lower ability learners – basic objects to sort, pictures on basket cards, coloring activity.
Higher ability learners – opportunity to think creatively about more complex objects to sort, sentence writing activity
