Alliterative Epithets

Alliteration – refers to the repetition of a particular sound in the first syllables of a series of words. Alliteration is typically found in poetry where it refers to the repetition of a consonant sound.

Ex: She sells seashells by the seashore & Llamas love licking little lollies.
Alliteration is most commonly used in music, but is also seen in magazine article titles, advertisements, business names, comics, cartoon characters and common expressions. 
Epithet - is a descriptive term (word or phrase) accompanying or occurring in place of a name. It is a descriptive title or a nickname.

Ex: Frederick the Great & The King of Pop.

Directions: Create an ‘Alliterative Epithet’ for your name. This Alliterative Epithet must represent your character and will be written on your new folder.  

Ex: Kennedy’s Capable Characters, Jenn the Jolly Jitterbug, Jenn Juxtaposer of Jelly and Peanut butter, Sarah the Silly Soccer Player etc.
