Level 1 Offenses:
1.  Minor disruption (talking, out of seat, disturbing others)
2. Improper use of school facilities or property
3. Running during non designated times (designated times-recess & P.E.)
4. Chewing gum
5. Consuming candy/food 
6. Cheating/lying/plagiarism
7. Possession of toys or inappropriate objects
8. Defiant/non compliant failures to complete assignments, carry out teacher’s directions, or adequately prepare for class
9. Unintentional profanity/inappropriate language
10. Throwing objects 
11. Writing /passing/reading unauthorized notes/drawings
12. Horse playing/rough housing (not fighting)
13. Talking back, arguing, or name calling
14. Spitting w/ intentional body contact
15. Failing to follow classroom rules
16. Flagrant disrespect to school personnel or students in action, work, and/or gestures
17. Name calling, physical harassment, pushing, shoving 
18. Present in area without authorization

Level 2 Offenses:
1. Profanity, vulgarity, inappropriate gestures to students or adults
2. Possession of potentially dangerous items or weapons
3. Leaving class or school grounds w/o permission
4. Theft 
5. Any threat, harassment, intimidation towards students or adults
6. Fighting w/ intent to cause harm or hurt someone
7. Vandalism, defacing school property
8. Slander (starting and/or spreading rumors)
9. Under the influence and/or in possession of drugs or drug paraphernalia
10. Intentional exposing undergarments or private body parts
11. Selling or buying of an item w/ intent to profit
12. Forgery
13. Deliberate uniform violation
14. Misuse of technology
15. Documented Pattern of Bullying
Level 1 Consequences: (Instituted by Faculty/Staff)
1. Warning (verbal reprimand)
2. Loss of privilege(s)
3. Telephone call/note home to parent/guardian
4. Think sheet
5. Change seat
6. Time out within classroom
7. Recess detention (in classroom w/ teacher)
8. Confiscation of item
9. Grade penalty (6 & 8 only)
10. Apology (written or verbal)
11. Restitution
12. Return school facility/property to prior condition
13. Develop behavior management plan
14. Parent conference
15. Temporary removal from class (to partner teacher)

Level 2 Consequences: (Instituted by Administration)
1. In School Suspension
2. Suspension
3. Corporal punishment
4. Detention (Before School)
5. Confiscation
6. Restitution

8. Expulsion
9. Parent meeting before child is allowed to return to school
