Positive Behavior Support:

  If students demonstrate positive behavior by following the school-wide expectations in all school settings they will receive Reward Tickets and/or homework passes.
The teacher has the right to alter this procedure if the circumstances call for it such as any major infraction of the rules – fighting, challenging the teacher’s authority, or habitual violation of the rules will cause the student to be sent directly to the office.

**Note: The student must recognize the teacher’s authority in the classroom.  Any disagreement will be discussed after class ---- NOT DURING CLASS TIME.

It is in your child’s best interest that we work together.  Thus, should your child’s conduct in my room be disruptive, I will contact you and will expect you to help me correct the problem.

Grading Policy

We are on a cumulative grading system that is set up by the parish and I am required to follow it.  Please see the parish handbook for more information.  Grades will be based on in-class and out-of-class assignments and will include: participation, individual and group assignments, labs, quizzes, tests, and projects.  If your child is having problems, they will be required to attend review sessions held at lunch or before school.  If at any time you are concerned with your student’s progress, please call me at the school or email me.  All students are required to keep a grade sheet that is to be kept in the student’s binder. I will not send home printed progress sheets.  You will be expected to check on your child’s progress between interim reports on the “Parent Command Center” located on the Tangipahoa School’s website.  Please contact the office if you have not yet set up an account for your child.

Make-up work
If a student is absent it is their responsibility for checking my website on “OnCourse” located on the parish website. (Click on the “resources” tab, then the “OnCourse” tab, then click on “Ponchatoula High School” and select “Charlotte Bickham” from the list on the left) I also have the wall calendar/ make-up board for missed assignments in my classroom. There is no need to ask the teacher what was missed unless there is a question concerning the assignment. If notes are taken on the day of an absence, it is the student’s responsibility to get notes missed from another student. Handouts will be found in the make-up tower.  The student will have 3 days, FROM THE DAY OF THE ABSENCE, to make up the assignment.  You must bring in an excuse.  NO make-ups will be given during instruction time. Make-ups will only be completed during lunch, or the designated before school review session.  If for some reason you know ahead of time that you cannot attend that day, make arrangements with the teacher BEFORE that day.  If you miss the make-up due date, without making prior arrangements, you will receive a failing grade for those assignments.  NO EXCEPTIONS. Some assignments are participation only and cannot be made up if that day was missed. 

Extra Help
I am always available if you feel you need help.  Please see me so we can arrange a time at lunch or before school.

Bell Work
Every day you come to class there will be bell work for you to complete.  You are to do this every day as soon as you come to class. (No Exceptions) If you are not working on the bell work, you will be assigned lunch detention to complete the bell work. You will need a folder with brads (color coded for each class) to keep these in and I will check them periodically.  The bell works are GEE science prep assignments.
General Important Information
1. Sharpen all pencils before class begins.

2. Follow proper procedures for homework and other assignments.

a. All assignments must be neat and according to directions.

b. All assignments must be in your binder-unless specified by the teacher.

c. Proper heading must be used in the upper Left-hand corner of each assignment.
