Graded Assignments and Activities:

Bellwork – 

A topic/problem will be given at the beginning of each class. Bellwork folders will be checked at the end of the six weeks.  The topic/problem written and a minimum of two sentences are required for each entry.  

Homework –

A varied number of homework assignments will be checked at random.  The total number of assignments will be averaged at the end of the six weeks. 

Vocabulary/Handouts -

A weekly chapter grade will be given.  Vocabulary definitions in Science notebooks, and completed handouts for the upcoming test will be graded together.  This grade will depend upon the completion of all parts.  

Task Problems

A weekly problem will be given that will involve analyzing science content and coming to a conclusion. A total of 4-6 tasks per six weeks will be assigned and graded. These are similar 

to the task problems that will be given on the standardized test.
Vocabulary Quizzes – 

Several multiple choice vocabulary quizzes will be given during the six weeks period.  Definitions in the Vocabulary section of your should be studied to prepare for this assignment.
Chapter Test

Chapter tests will be given during each six weeks grading period.  Homework assignments, notes taken in class, vocabulary, in – class experiments, and handouts should all be studied to prepare for the test.
Six Weeks Project – 

One three - dimensional project, poster, or demonstration will be required for four of our six weeks (a total of 4 projects for the school year).   Topics will vary and you will receive a rubric at the beginning of the six weeks.  You will have ample time to complete your project before it is due!  Due dates are posted on the Science News Board and on your rubric.

Science Report with Cover Sheet and Bibliography

A three paragraph, 150-200 word, typed (double – spaced) or very neatly written Science report will be due during the 3rd week of each six weeks.  A total of 5 reports will be completed for the year. You will be assigned a topic for your report and can use a library book, Science Research Journal, internet article, newspaper article, or etc. for your references.  Use your Science Report Rubric and Bibliography handout as a guide.  Due dates are posted on the Science News board. 

Technology Connected Projects-

All students will be required to complete various technology projects at school using the computer lab and the NComputing Station in the classroom. Projects will include brochures, flyers, power points, booklets, and etc. using Microsoft programs. Students will also create various video projects. Topics and rubrics will be given at the assigned dates for projects.
