Class Participation and Materials

To be considered prepared for class all students will have on their desk:
· The Book – The Americans (the book must be covered at all times)
· A pencil or pen
· All completed homework assignments
· A notebook/binder – see notebook section
Note: failure to have any of these materials on your desk when the bell rings will result in a deduction of 10 points for each item of the daily participation.

Good Class Participation Will Include:

· Volunteer information – you MUST try to answer a question if called
· Raise your hand – Do NOT Call Out (your participation grade will suffer)
· When working in groups – ALL Members Must Contribute
· Do your own work, if you copy, you will receive a zero and so will the person you copied from
· In a Discussion situation each student has the right to express their opinion without interruption from other students with dissenting opinions or additions – All Students Must Speak In Turn.
· Do NOT interrupt the teacher – do not talk or get out of your seat when the teacher is talking to the class.
· DO NOT SLEEP IN CLASS – this is an automatic Zero for the day
· DO NOT ANSWER A QUESTION FOR ANOTHER STUDENT (do not call out)

MISCELLANEOUS:

· Contact the teacher upon returning from an absence (after school)
· MAKE UP WORK IS YOUR RESPONCEBILITY (the number of days out equals the number of days you have to make up the assignment for full credit)
· All makeup work must be done in my room after school!
· Opportunity will be given equally to all students.
· No student is to take items from the teacher’s desk without permission (detention)
· Do not sit at the teachers desk (detention)
· No student is allowed on the teacher’s computer (detention)
· No food or drinks are allowed in the classroom (detention)
· Do not deface any school property (detention)
· Do not write on the board without permission (detention)
· Sit in the desk not on them (detention)
· Do not stand at the door before or after class ( this will negatively affect your participation grade)
· Remained seated till you are dismissed (If one is standing all will be held back until all are seated)
· Passing notes in class is not tolerated (detention)
· To leave the class for any reason – A PGHS passbook is needed – all students must sign out at the door before leaving the room.
· Permission to go to the Lavatory will not be granted until 45 minutes past the beginning of class
· No cosmetics, brushes, lotions, mirrors, perfumes, & ECT. Will be used in class (detention)
· No personal audio equipment in class (detention/ confiscation)
· Do not leave personal items behind in class (you are responsible for your own belongings)
· Return all classroom items to their original location or lose privilege
· Do not open or close windows without teacher permission
· Do not throw anything in class (this included shooting “baskets with your trash) (detention)
